From Mons to Binche, these 39 km by bike will take 
you on a journey of discovery: the Canal du Centre, 
the mining town of Bois-du-Luc and finally the Cité 
du Gille! 

This tour, designed by ProVélo and the Maison 
des Cyclistes de Mons, links the Grand-Place of 
Mons to SILEX’S, the interpretation centre of 
the archaeological site of the Neolithic Mines of 
Spiennes, classified by UNESCO. The highlight of this 
exceptional site is the descent into a mine (only by 
prior reservation on +32 65 33 55 80).
The outward journey between Mons and SILEX’S is 
as direct as possible; the return journey takes you on 
slight diversions through the less busy villages in the 
immediate vicinity of Mons.
